This book is for students who want help with English grammar. It is written for vou to use
without a teacher.

The book will be useful for you if you are not sure of the answers to questions like these:
1 What is the difference berween I did and I have done?

00 When do we use will for the future?

01 What is the structure after I wish?

0 When do we say used to do and when do we say wsed to doing?

1 When do we use the?

1 What is the difference between like and as?

These and many other points of English grammar are explained in the book and there are
exercises on each point.

Level .

The book is intended mainly for intermediate students (students who have already studied the
basic grammar of English). It concentrates on those structures which intermediate students want
to use, but which often cause difficulty. Some advanced students who have problems with
grammar will also find the book useful.

The book is not suitable for elementary learners.

How the book is organised

There are 145 units in the book. Each unit concentrates on a particular point of grammar. Some
problems (for example, the present perfect or the use of the) are covered in more than one unir.
For a list of units, see the Contents at the beginning of the book.

Each unit consists of two facing pages. On the left there are explanations and examples; on the
right there are exercises. At the back of the book there is a Key for you to check vour answers
to the exercises (page 336).

There are also seven Appendices at the back of the book (pages 292-301). These include
irregular verbs, summaries of verb forms, spelling and American English.

Finally, there is a detailed Index at the back of the book (page 373).

How to use the book

The units are not in order of difficulty, so it is 7ot intended that vou work through the book
from beginning to end. Every learner has different problems and vou should use this book to
help vou with the grammar that you find difficult.

It is suggested that you work in this way:

0 Use the Contents and/or Index to find which unit deals with the point vou are interested in.
1 If you are not sure which units you need to study, use the Study guide on page 326.

1 Study the explanations and examples on the left-hand page of the unit you have chosen.

00 Do the exercises on the right-hand page.

01 Check your answers with the Key.

0 If your answers are not correct, study the left-hand page again to see what went wrong.

You can of course use the book simply as a reference book withour doing the exercises.



Additional exercises

At the back of the book there are Additional exercises (pages 302-325). These exercises bring
together some of the grammar points from a number of different units. For example, Exercise
16 brings together grammar points from Units 26-36. You can use these exercises for extra
practice afrer you have studied and practised the grammar in the units concerned.

CD Rom

The book is sold with or without a CD Rom. On the CD Rom vou will find more exercises on
all the units (different from those in the book). There are also 1,700 test questions, and you can
use these to make your own tests. The CD Rom can also be bought separately.



To the teacher

English Grammar in Use was written as a self-study grammar book, but teachers may also find
it useful as additional course material in cases where further work on grammar is necessary.

The book will probably be most useful at middle- and upper- intermediate levels (where all or
nearly all of the material will be relevant), and can serve both as a basis for revision and as a
means for practising new structures. It will also be useful for some more advanced students who
have problems with grammar and need a book for reference and practice. The book is not
intended to be used by elementary learners.

The units are organised in grammatical categories (Present and past, Articles and nouns,
Prepositions etc.). They are not ordered according to level of difficulty, so the book should not
be worked through from beginning to end. It:should be used selectively and flexibly in
accordance with the grammar syllabus being used and the difficulties students are having.

The book can be used for immediate consolidation or for later revision or remedial work. It
might be used by the whole class or by individual students needing extra help. The left-hand
pages (explanations and examples) are written for the student to use individually, but they may
of course be used by the teacher as a source of ideas and informartion on which to base a lesson.
The student then has the left-hand page as a record of what has been taughrt and can refer to it
in the future. The exercises can be done individually, in class or as homework. Alternatively
(and additionally), individual students can be directed ro study certain units of the book by
themselves if they have particular difficulties not shared by other students in their class. Don’t
forget the Additional exercises at the back of the book (see To the student).

The book is sold with or without a CD Rom. This contains further exercises on all the unirs in
the book, as well as a bank of 1,700 test questions from which users can select to compile their
own tests. The CD Rom is also available separately.

An edition of English Grammar in Use without the Key is also available. Some teachers may
prefer this for use with their students.

Present continuous and present simple 2
(I am doing and | do)

We use continuous forms for actions and happenings that have started but not finished (they are
eating / it is raining etc.). Some verbs (for example, know and like) are not normally used in this
way. We don’t say ‘I am knowing’ or ‘they are liking’; we say ‘I know’, ‘thev like'.

The following verbs are not normally used in the present continuous:

like love hate want need prefer

know realise suppose mean understand believe remember

belong fit contain consist seem

When think means ‘believe’ or *have an opinion’, we do not use the continuous:

1 I'm thinking about what happened. I often think abour it.

(I have done and | did)

This means that he doesn’t have his kev now.

Now Tom has found his kev. He has it now.

Did he lose his kev?  Yes, he did.

He lost his key (past simple) .

The present perfect (something has happened) is a present tense. It always tells us about the
situation #ow. ‘“Tom has lost his key’ = he doesn’t have his key now (see Unit 7).

The past simple (something happened) tells us only about the past. If somebody says “Tom lost
his key’, this doesn’t tell us whether he has the key now or not. It tells us only that he lost his
key at some time in the past.

Do not use the present perfect if the situation now is different. Compare:
00 They’ve gone away. They’ll be back on Friday. (they are away now)
They went away, but I think they’re back at home now. (not They've gone)

O It has stopped raining now, so we don’t need the umbrella. (it isn’t raining 7o)
It stopped raining for a while, but now it’s raining again. (not It has stopped)

0 I've decided not to stay here any longer. Tomorrow I’'m going to look for somewhere else
to stay.

Often the difference is very small and either form is possible.

You can also say that ‘something is going to happen’ in the future. For example:

The man can’t see the wall in front of him.
He is going to walk into the wall.

When we say that *something is going to happen’, the
situation now makes this clear. The man is walking
towards the wall now, so we can see that he is going
to walk into it.

(I think I’m going to be sick because I feel terrible now.)
Do not use will in this type of situation.

In other situations, use will:

We use can to say that something is possible or allowed, or that somebody has the ability to do
something. We use can + infinitive (can do / can see etc.):

0 We can see the lake from our bedroom window.

O The word ‘play’ can be a noun or a verb.

The negative is can’t (= cannot):

This form (be/do/have/apologise etc.) is sometimes called the subjunctive. It is the same as the
infinitive (without to).
You can also use normal present and past tenses:

[0 We have no jobs at present. But if the situation should change, we’ll let you know.

Had better (I’d better / you’d better etc.)

I’d better do something = it is advisable to do it. If I don’t do it, there will be a problem or
a danger:
01 I have to meet Ann in ten minutes. I'd better go now or I'll be late.

1 “Shall I take an umbrella?” ‘Yes, you’d better. It might rain.
[ We’d better stop for petrol soon. The tank is almost empty.

The negative is Id better not (= I had better not):
01 “Are you going out tonight?’ ‘I'd better not. I've got a lot to do.’
O You don’t look very well. You’d better not go to work today.

Remember that:

The form is ‘had better’ (usually ‘I'd better / you’d better’ etc. in spoken English).
C I’d better phone Carol, hadn’t I?

Had is normally past, but the meaning of had better is present or future, not past.
01 I'd better go to the bank now / tomorrow.

We say ‘I'd better do’ (not to do).
O It might rain. We’d better take an umbrella. (#ot We’d better to take)

m Had better and should

Had better is similar to should but not exactly the same. We use had better only for a specific
situation (not for things in general). You can use should in all types of situations to give an
opinion or give advice:

0 It’s late. You’d better go. / You should go. (a specific situation)

0 You're always at home. You should go out more often. (in general — 7ot *had better go’)

Also, with had better, there is always a danger or a problem if you don’t follow the advice.
Should only means ‘it is a good thing to do’. Compare:

0 It’s a great film. You should go and see it. (but no problem if you don’t)

0 The film starts at 8.30. You’d better go now or you’ll be late.

It’s time ...

You can say It’s time (for somebody) to ... :
0 It’s time to go home. / It’s time for us to go home.

But you can also say:
0 I’ late. It’s time we went home.
Here we use the past (went), but the meaning is present, not past:
0 It’s 10 o’clock and he’s still in bed. It’s time he got up. (not It’s time he gets up)

It’s time you did something = you should have already done it or started it. We often use this
structure to criticise or to complain:
0 It’s time the children were in bed. It’s long after their bedtime.
0 You’re very selfish. It’s time you realised that you’re not the most important person in
the world.

You can also say It’s about time ... . This makes the criticism stronger:
O Jack is a great talker. But it’s about time he did something instead of just talking.

We use had (done) in the same way after wish. I wish something had happened = I am sorry
that it didn’t happen:

We say ‘wish somebody something’ (luck / a happy birthday etc.). But you cannot ‘wish that
something happens’.

We also use wish to say that we regret something, that something is not as we would like it.

Sometimes (it is) supposed to ... = (it is) said to ... :

[ Mark is supposed to have hit a policeman, but I don’t believe it.

But sometimes supposed to has a different meaning. We use supposed to to say what is
intended, arranged or expected. Often this is different from the real situation:
0 The plan is supposed to be a secret, but everybody seems to know about it.
(= the plan is intended to be a secret)

(= you arranged to be on holiday)
O Our guests were supposed to come at 7.30, but they were late.

n Study this example situation:

The roof of Lisa’s house was damaged in a storm.
Yesterday a workman came and repaired it.

Lisa had the roof repaired yesterday.

This means: Lisa arranged for somebody else to
repair the roof. She didn’t repair it herself.

We use have something done to say that we arrange for somebody else to do something for us.
Compare:
O Lisa repaired the roof. (= she repaired it herself)
Lisa had the roof repaired. (= she arranged for somebody else to repair ir)
0 ‘Did you make those curtains yourself?’ ‘Yes, I enjoy making things.’
‘Did you have those curtains made?” ‘No, I made them myself.’

Be careful with word order. The past participle (repaired/cut etc.) is after the object:

Get something done

You can also say ‘get something done’ instead of ‘have something done’ (mainly in informal
spoken English):

[0 When are you going to get the roof repaired? (= have the roof repaired)

O I think you should get your hair cut really short.

Sometimes have something done has a different meaning. For example:

0 Paul and Karen had all their money stolen while they were on holiday.
This does not mean that they arranged for somebody to steal their money. ‘They had all their
money stolen’ means only: ‘All their money was stolen from them’.

With this meaning, we use have something done to say that something happens to somebody or
their belongings. Usually what happens is not nice:

0 Gary had his nose broken in a fight. (= his nose was broken) -

It is not always necessary to change the verb in reported speech. If you report something and
the situation hasn’t changed, you do not need to change the verb to the past:
O direct Paul said, ‘My new job is very interesting.’
reported Paul said that his new job is very interesting.
(The situation hasn’t changed. His job is still interesting.)

O direct Helen said, ‘I want to go to New York next year.’
reported Helen told me that she wants to go to New York next year.

You can also change the verb to the past:

Would rather (I'd rather ...)

Would rather (do) = would prefer (to do). We use would rather + infinitive (without to).

‘I'd prefer to drive.’

‘I"d rather drive.” (not to drive)

O ‘Shall we go by train?’

The negative is ‘I'd rather not (do something)”:

We say ‘would rather do something than do something else’;
0 I'd rather stay at home tonight than go to the cinema.

I’d rather you did something

We say ‘I'd rather you did something’ (not I'd rather you do). For example:

0 ‘I'll repair your bike tomorrow, OK?* ‘I'd rather you did it today.’

We use afraid to do for things we do intentionally; we can choose to do them or not:
1 This part of town is dangerous. People are afraid to walk here at night.
(= they don’t want to walk here because it is dangerous - so they don’t)
1 James was afraid to tell his parents what had happened.
(= he didn’t want to tell them because he knew they would be angry, worried etc.)

I am afraid of something happening = it is possible that something bad will happen (for
example, an accident).
We do not use afraid of -ing for things we do intentionally:
01 The path was icy, so we walked very carefully. We were afraid of falling.
(= it was possible that we would fall — not we were afraid to fall)
0 I don’t like dogs. I'm always afraid of being bitten. (not afraid to be bitten)

So, you are afraid to do something because you are afraid of something happening as a result:
0 I was afraid to go near the dog because I was afraid of being bitten.

I would be interested to know what he thinks. (= it would be
interesting for me to know it)

We use sorry to ... to say we regret something that happens (see Unit 65C):

You can also use -ing after while or when:
1 Jim hurt his knee while playing football.
1 Be careful when crossing the road. (= when you are crossing)

When one action happens before another action, we use having (done) for the first action:
[0 Having found a hotel, we looked for somewhere to have dinner.
0 Having finished her work, she went home.
You can also say after -ing:
O After finishing her work, she went home.

If one short action follows another short action, vou can use the simple -ing form (doing instead
of having done) for the first action:
0 Taking a key out of his pocket, he opened the door.

These structures are used more in written English than in spoken English.

You can use an -ing clause to explain something, or to say why somebody does something.
The -ing clause usually comes at the beginning of the sentence:
[0 Feeling tired, I went to bed early. (= because I felt tired)
[J Being unemployed, he hasn’t got much money. (= because he is unemploved)
0 Not having a car, she finds it difficult to ger around.
(= because she doesn’t have a car)
00 Having already seen the film twice, I didn’t want to go to the cinema.
(= because I had already seen it twice)

In the same way, we often use a plural verb after the name of a sports team or a company:
0 Italy are playing Brazil next week (in a football match).

A singular verb (The government wants ... / Shell has ... etc.) is also possible.

We use a plural verb with police:

Note that we say a police officer / a policeman / a policewoman (not a police).

You can use two nouns together (noun + noun) to mean one thing/person/idea etc. For example:
a tennis ball a bank manager a road accident income tax the city centre

The first noun is like an adjective. It tells us what kind of thing/person/idea etc. For example:

a tennis ball = a ball used to play tennis

a road accident = an accident that happens on the road
income tax = tax that you pay on your income

the water temperature = the temperature of the water
a London doctor = a doctor from London

my life story = the story of my life

So you can say: ;
a television camera a television programme a television studio a television producer
(these are all different things or people to do with television)
language problems marriage problems health problems work problems
(these are all different kinds of problems)

Compare:
garden vegetables (= vegetables that are grown in a garden)
a vegetable garden (= a garden where vegetables are grown)

Sometimes the first word ends in -ing. Usually these are things used for doing something:
a frying pan (= a pan for frying) a washing machine a swimming pool a dining room

Sometimes there are more than two nouns together:
0 I waited at the hotel reception desk.
1 We watched the World Swimming Championships on television.
1 If you want to play table tennis (= a game), you need a table tennis table (= a table).

When two nouns are together like this, sometimes we write them as one word and sometimes as
two separate words. For example:
a headache  toothpaste a weekend a car park a road sign

There are no clear rules for this. If you are not sure, write two words.

Note the difference between:
a sugar bowl (perhaps empty) and a bowl of sugar (= a bowl with sugar in i)
a shopping bag (perhaps empty) and a bag of shopping (= a bag full of shopping)

When we use noun + noun, the first noun is like an adjective. It is normally singular, but the
meaning is often plural. For example: a bookshop is a shop where you can buy books, an apple
tree is a tree that has apples.
In the same way we say:

a three-hour journey (= a journey that takes three hours)

a ten-pound note (not pounds)

a four-week course (1not weeks)

two 14-year-old girls (not years)

a six-page letter (not pages)

If a plural noun does not end in -s (for example men/women/children/people) we use -'s:
the men’s changing room a children’s book (= a book for children)

Note that you can use -’ after more than one noun:
Jack and Karen’s wedding Mr and Mrs Carter’s house

For things, ideas etc., we normally use of (... of the book / ... of the restaurant etc.):
the door of the garage (not the garage’s door)
the name of the book the owner of the restaurant

Sometimes the structure noun + noun is possible (see Unit 80):
the garage door  the restaurant owner

We say the beginning/end/middle of ... , the top/bottom of ... , the front/back/side of ... :
the beginning of the month (#ot the month’s beginning)
the top of the hill the back of the car

You can usually use -’s or of ... for an organisation (= a group of people). So vou can say:

In general we use some (also somebody/someone/something) in positive sentences and any (also
anybody etc.) in negative sentences:

some any

All and everybody/everyone

We do not normally use all to mean everybody/everyone:
0 Everybody enjoyed the party. (not All enjoyed)

But we say all of us/you/them (not everybody of ...):
01 All of us enjoyed the party. (not Everybody of us)

All and everything

Sometimes you can use all or everything:
o I’ll do all I can to help. or T'll do everything I can to help.

You can say ‘all I can’ / ‘all you need’ etc., but we do not normally use all alosne:
0 He thinks he knows everything. (10t he knows all)
0 Our holiday was a disaster. Everything went wrong. (not All went wrong)
Bur you can say all about:
1 He knows all about computers.

We also use all (not everything) to mean ‘the only thing(s)’:
01 All 've eaten today is a sandwich. (= the only thing I've eaten today)

Every / everybody / everyone / everything are singular words, so we use a singular verb:
O Every seat in the theatre was taken.
O Everybody has arrived. (not have arrived)

But you can use they/them/their after everybody/everyone:
0 Everybody said they enjoyed themselves. (= he or she enjoyed himself or herself)

Whole and all

Whole = complete, entire. Most often we use whole with singular nouns:
0 Did you read the whole book? (= all the book, not just a part of it)
0 Emily has lived her whole life in Scotland.
O I was so hungry, I ate a whole packet of biscuits. (= a complete packer)

We use the/my/her etc. before whole. Compare whole and all:
the whole book / all the book  her whole life / all her life

We do not normally use whole with uncountable nouns. We say:
00 I've spent all the money you gave me. (not the whole money)

Every/all/whole with time words

We use every to say how often something happens (every day / every Monday /
every ten minutes / every three weeks etc.):
01 When we were on holiday, we went to the beach every day. (not all days)
00 The bus service is excellent. There’s a bus every ten minutes.
O We don’t see each other very often — about every six months.

All day / the whole day = the complete day from beginning to end:

0 We spent all day / the whole day on the beach.

0 Dan was very quiet. He didn’t say a word all evening / the whole evening.
Note that we say all day (not all the day), all week (not all the week) etc.

Compare all the time and every time:
1 They never go out. They are at home all the time. (= always, continuously)

-ed clauses have a passive meaning;:

0 The boy injured in the accident was taken to hospital. (he was injured in the accident)
0 George showed me some pictures painted by his father. (they had been painted by
his father)

Injured and invited are past participles. Note that many past participles are irregular and do not
end in -ed (stolen/made/written etc.):

Sometimes we use two or more adjectives together:

Adjectives like new/large/round/wooden are fact adjectives. They give us factual information
about age, size, colour etc.

Adjectives like nice/beautiful are opinion adjectives. They tell us what somebody thinks of
something or somebody.

Opinion adjectives usually go before fact adjectives.

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Quite, pretty, rather and fairly

You can use quite/pretty/rather/fairly + adjectives or adverbs. So you can say:
0 It’s quite cold. It’s pretty cold. It’s rather cold. It's fairly cold.

Quite/pretty/rather/fairly = less than ‘very’ but more than ‘a little’.

Quite and pretty are very similar in meaning:
0 You'll need a coat when you go out. It’s quite cold / pretty cold. (= less than ‘very cold’,
but more than ‘a little cold’)
0O I'm surprised you haven’t heard of her. She’s quite famous / pretty famous.
01 Amanda lives quite near me, so we see each other pretty often.
Pretty is an informal word and is used mainly in spoken English.

Quite goes before a/an: )
0 We live in quite an old house. (not a quite old house)
Compare:
0 Sally has quite a good job.
Sally has a pretty good job.

You can also use quite (but not pretty) in the following ways:
quite a/an + noun (without an adjective):
0 I didn’t expect to see them. It was quite a surprise. (= quite a big surprise)
quite a lot (of ...):
1 There were quite a lot of people at the meeting.
quite + verb, especially like and enjoy:
0 I quite like tennis, but it’s not my favourite sport.

Rather is similar to quite and pretty. We often use rather for negative ideas:
1 The weather isn’t so good. It’s rather cloudy,
1 Paul is rather shy. He doesn’t talk very much.

Quite and prerty are also possible in rthese examples.

When we use rather for positive ideas (good/nice etc.), it means ‘unusually’ or ‘surprisingly’:
1 These oranges are rather good. Where did you get them?

Fairly is weaker than quite/rather/pretty. For example, if something is fairly good, it is not very
good and it could be better:

0 My room is fairly big, but I'd prefer a bigger one.

1 We see each other fairly often, but not as often as we used to.

Quite also means ‘completely’. For example:
O “‘Are you sure?’  ‘Yes, quite sure.” (= completely sure)

Quite means ‘completely’ with a number of adjectives, especially:

certain wrong safe obvious  unnecessary extraordinary  impossible
[ She was quite different from what I expected. (= completely different)

We use still to say that a situation or action is continuing. It hasn’t changed or stopped:

We use not ... any more or not ... any longer to say that a situation has changed. Any more and
any longer go ar the end of a sentence:
1 Lucy doesn’t work here any more (or any longer). She left last month.
(not Lucy doesn’t still work here.)
1 We used to be good friends, but we aren’t any more (or any longer),

You can also use no longer. No longer goes in the middle of the sentence:
0 Lucy no longer works here.

Note that we do not normally use no more in this way:
0 We are no longer friends. (not We are no more friends.)

Compare still and not ... any more:
01 Sally still works here, but Lucy doesn’t work here any more.

Yet

Yet = until now. We use yet mainly in negative sentences (He isn’t here yet) and questions (Is he
here yet?). Yet shows that the speaker is expecting something to happen.
Yet usually goes at the end of a sentence:

Regular verbs

If a verb is regular, the past simple and past participle end in -ed. For example:

infinitive clean finish use paint stop carry

For the past simple (I cleaned / they finished / she carried etc.), see Unit 5.

We use the past participle to make the perfect tenses and all the passive forms.
Perfect tenses (have/has/had cleaned):

0 They were still working. They hadn’t finished. (past perfect — see Unit 15)
Passive (is cleaned / was cleaned etc.):

1 He was carried out of the room. (past simple passive)

Irregular verbs

When the past simple and past participle do not end in -ed (for example, I saw / I have seen),
the verb is irregular.

With some irregular verbs, all three forms (infinitive, past simple and past participle) are the
same. For example, hit:

0 Don’t hit me. (infinitive)

0 Somebody hit me as [ came into the room. (past simple)

0 I've never hit anybody in my life. (past participle — present perfect)

0 George was hit on the head by a stone. (past participle — passive)

With other irregular verbs, the past simple is the same as the past participle (bur different from
the infinitive). For example, tell — told:
0 Can you tell me what to do? (infinitive
O She told me to come back the next day. (past siniple)
0 Have you told anybody about your new job? (past participle — present perfect)
0 I was told to come back the next day. (past participle — passive)
With other irregular verbs, all three forms are different. For example, wake — woke/woken:
o I'll wake you up. (infinitive)
0 I woke up in the middle of the night. (past simiple)
00 The baby has woken up. (past participle — present perfect)
0 I was woken up by a loud noise. (past participle — passive)

The following verbs can be regular or irregular:

burn - burned or burnt smell = smelled or smelt
dream — dreamed or dreamt [dremt]* spell — spelled or spelt
lean — leaned or leant [lent]* spill — spilled or spile
learn — learned or learnt spoil = spoiled or spoilt

In British English the irregular form (burnt/learnt etc.) is more usual. For American
English, see Appendix 7.
